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In February 2005, March 2006 and 2007, the U of M surveyed faculty and academic advisers from the
Crookston, Duluth, Morris and Twin Cities campuses as part of the Study Abroad Curriculum
Integration initiative that aims to increase study abroad enrollments.

Presented in this report are highlights of the results from the responses of faculty and academic advisers
in 2004-2005, 2005-2006 and 2006-2007. The number of faculty/academic adviser survey responses
and response rates are included in Appendix A.
