Before walking to the CORUM (the Convention Center of Montpellier, 
where I reserved the Salon du Belvédère), we will show you the main sights around the Place 
de la Comédie :  the banks, the train station (from the top of the rue Maguelone, no need to 
walk all the way there).

11AM :  Students in host families meet in lobby.  Host families come and pick them up.

8 :30 AM :  Meet Cedric in front of the statue of the Three Graces to  take the tram to go to 
the University.  If you come by yourself to the university, the tram stop is St Eloi, on the blue 
line.  Then walk about two blocks to the main gate of the University.  If you are at the 
Vertbois dorm, you can try to find building C on your own, or come to the main gate, which is 
opposite from your gate.  
9 AM :  Meet with Christine, Paul  in front of the main gates of the University Paul Valery 
9 :15 AM :  Meet  with Francoise in room C 20, a room reserved for our program all day long 
at the University. 
9 :15-10 AM :  Orientation to the University. (Assistants and all of us)
